OUTDOOR SPHURTI

The plethora of outdoor sphurti began with the
inauguration which took place on 8th January
2019. Starting with football and volleyball for
boys and dodgeball and throwball for girls,
outdoor sphurti began on the ground behind
our college and was followed by cricket,
kabaddi and athletics which took place on the
polytechnic college ground.

Outdoor sphurti is a very exciting event
because it is the first sports events that the first-
year students from MCA as well as engineering
participate in, the students are very excited to
get the opportunity to show your skills as well
as team effort all with the same goal who will
take the trophy home! The first-year students
compete amongst themselves for the title of
sphurti winner (junior), whereas all the other
classes compete each other for the title of
sphurti winner(seniors).

Football is played by 250 million players in
over 200 countries and dependencies, making
it the world’s most popular sport, it is also
the sport which has maximum participation
from all classes. It has an all-boys team of
9+4 players. The winners for this year was
D11 with D14 as the first runner up from the
seniors, whereas from the juniors, the winner
was D4 with D2 as the first runner up.

Volleyball is a popular team sport in which
two teams of six players are separated by a net.
Each team tries to score points by grounding a
ball on the other team’s court under organized
rules. In one team, a maximum of 2 girls are
allowed to participate. The finals match was
a very interesting to watch as both the teams
played exceptionally well. The winner for
seniors was D19 with D7 as the runner up. In
juniors the title of winner was bagged by D1
with D3 as the first runner up.

Dodgeball has an all-girls team of 7+3, where
each team has a set time in which players on
two teams try to throw balls and hit opponents,
while avoiding being hit themselves. The
winner for the sport is seniors was D19 and
MCA2A was the first runner up. While in
juniors, the winner was D4 and D1 was the
first runner up.

Throwball is a non-contact ball sport played
across a net between two all-girls team of 6
+3. on arectangular court. The final match was
interesting to watch as the first runner up team
of D17C which consisted of only 2 girls gave
tough competition to all their competitors, the
winner was D9. The winner for juniors was
D4 with D1 as the first runner up.
