The session started around 2.20 pm. Mr.Verma introduced machine learning, data science, need
for AureML and cognitive services.He further explained the need of Supervised and
unsupervised algorithms, and utilizing of APIs for performing machine learning operations. This
was elaborated by taking into consideration the operations of UBER taxi service.
Mr.Verma then expressed the need for understanding patterns in data science and elaborated on
the secrets of data science to be:-

1. Know your data

2. Know your question

3. Know the domain

4. Know what and where are you going to get and use the answer.
It was also mentioned that 20-30% work is performed on machine learning model while the
remaining work is focussed on identifying patterns in data, cleaning and exploring data.
The session further continued with Mr.Verma differentiating between regression algorithms that
are used for continuous data, classification algorithms that generate a set of outputs that have
already been defined. This was followed by clustering which had a set of data with no outputs.
The examples for differentiating the same were mentioned as anomaly detection algorithms,
recommendation systems used by Amazon, SnapDeal, NetFlix.
Mr.Verma further elaborated on linear regression to be the best model with good accuracy and
error rate. Azure machine learning studio could be seen on the site studio.azureml.net. This

software comes in three flavours guest use, free workspace and standard workspace.This package



was then explored in detail through an loan dataset experiment in Microsoft Azure Machine
learning Studio.
